1. We are committed to moving forward with the plans to redevelop Jacob Price 
Homes as part of a larger east side revitalization.The timing of redevelopment 
will depend on our ability to secure funding from the HOPE VI Program, 
sources connected to the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (recovery 
dollars), CDBG, HOME, Low Income Housing Tax Credits, private financing and 
existing market conditions.

2.   Benefit the residents currently living in Jacob Price Homes and on the East Side

3.   Be integrated into the east side and the central business district so that 
housing, jobs, shopping, recreation and other activities are within easy walking 
distance of one another

4.   Contain a diversity of housing types to enable citizens from a wide range of 
economic levels and age groups to live next to one another. This economic mix 
should maximize the number of public housing and affordable dwelling units 
without jeopardizing the ability to attract market rate owners and renters

4. Contain an ample supply of open spacein the form of boulevards, lawns, 
walkways and parks whose frequent use is encouraged through placement and 
use of defensible space design concepts

5. Result in dwelling units that reflect the historic character of the surrounding 
neighborhood.
